5. CalFire Dispatch Agreement 
Chief Jenkins reported we are evaluating REDCOM dispatch.  They are installing a new antenna on River Road which is essential for improved signal for REDCOM.  CalFire is calculating fees in a new way and dispatch could be even more than REDCOM.  The county is not promising to continue to pay for REDCOM dispatch services.  CalFire is willing to provide a 6-month agreement.  Chief suggests continuing with Calfire for 6 months and continue to evaluate REDCOM situation.
6. Resolution 14-22 approving CWPP – The plan went out for public comment.  There were very few changes.  This plan gives very targeted areas for future work.  Work has already started behind Port Circle and work on Henry Road will be starting next week.

We perform 2 inspections and send out letters to those not in compliance then send a list to the City for abatement.  The program is basically complaint based and has been very successful.

2. Fire Chief’s Reports (including subcommittee reports for budget, apparatus, building & liaison) – Chief Jenkins reported we are upgrading our website to bring it in compliance and to have the ability to update the site ourselves instead of a web designer.  We will mirror our site after Geyserville’s website. • The mechanic position is awaiting PERS determination regarding safety versus miscellaneous category.  The mechanic would be for both Cloverdale and Geyserville.  The position will include fire emergency response. • Seasonals will be returning on May 15th. • Cloverdale and Geyserville staff are now using Crew Sense to manage overtime and covering shifts at each station. • A $7 million grant was submitted to OES for work in the CWPP.  The matching amount is about $1.8 million and we are looking at other resources to cover the match.  The Current CWPP funds are from a PG&E settlement.  Targeted areas for the program include behind Jefferson and McNair Rd.  It is our hope to change the reference on our current maps from high fire severity zone.
3. Volunteer Report – Chief Jenkins reported we participated in the earthquake expo which was well received by the community.  
GOOD OF THE ORDER:  Board discussed the future format for board meetings remote vs in person.  We could possibly do teleconference meetings with the exception of public hearings. • Due to scheduling issues with the board, the June meeting will be rescheduled for a day during the week of June 20th or the last week in June and possibly canceling the July meeting. • Director Johnson commented on the fuel reduction work behind Portofino looks great!
